add ., pronounce voiceless [§H
Examples: stops, starts, asks, myths, laughs

3. Words ending in consonant + y: replace y with -,
pronounce voiced Wzl

Examples: cries.

4. Words ending in a vowel: add -, pronounce [zl

Examples: follows, goes, pianos, potatoes.

5. All other words: add ., pronounce voiced JZil

Examples: plays, walls, birds, dogs, games...
