-Your shoes are beautiful, are they new? Yes, they are.

*We say:

-Is she at home? Is your sister at home? (Not Is at home your mother?)

-Are they new? Are your shoes new? (Not are new your shoes?)

-Where is your mother ? She is home. ( we use where to ask about place)
-Where are you from? | am from Canada
-How are your parents? Are they well? ( we use how to ask about quantity)
-This motel is not very nice. Why is it so expensive? ( we use why to ask about
reason)

-What colour is your dress? It’s green.

What’s= what is who’s=who is how’s= how is
where’s=where is

-What’s the time?

-Who’s that person?

-How much is it?

I do/work/like...

Examples:

-We read a lot.

-They have a lot of books.

-They read a lot.

-He likes the ice cream.

*1/welyoulthey: read, like, work, live....
*He/she/it: reads, likes, works, lives....
Remember: he works, she lives, it rains

-1 work in a shop. My brother works in a bank

-Lucy lives in London. Her parents live in Scotland.

-It rains a lot in winter.




*I have  he/she/it has

N.B. we use the present simple for things that are true in general, or for things
that happens all the time or sometimes. Examples:

- | work all the time.

-We do a lot of different things in our free time.
*Always/never/often/usually/sometimes+ present simple . Eg: | never eat
breakfast, Mark usually plays football on Sundays.

*The present negative is don’t or doesn’t

I,we,you,they Work, like, live ,eat

He, she,it Works, likes, lives, eats
I,we,you,they Don’t, do not work, like, live

He, she, it Doesn’t, does not work, like, live

-I drink coffe, but I don’t drink tea.

- Sue drinks tea, but she doesn’t drink coffee.
-Sometimes he is late, but it doesn’t happen very often.
*Do you? Present simple questions

We use do and does in present simple questions

Positive

I, we, you, they Work, like, do, have

He, she, it Works, likes, does, has

Do

I,we,you,they work, like, live?

Does

He, she, it work, like, live?

Do, does+subject+infinitive
