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Definition:

In Algerian law, commercial companies are defined as economic entities where
a group of individuals or contributors unite to engage in commercial activities
with the aim of making a profit. These companies are regulated by the laws and

regulations applicable in the country.

Examples of commercial companies in Algeria:
Partnership Company :

Type: Limited Liability Company.

Feature: A group of individuals unite to establish the company, and their

liability is limited.

Example: If a group of friends decides to establish a company to provide
specific services, they can adopt the structure of a "Partnership Company" to

achieve their goals.

Joint Stock Company :

Type: Joint Stock Company.

Feature: Capital is divided into shares that can be sold to the public.

Example: If a new company wants to raise substantial capital to expand its
activities, it may choose the structure of a "Joint Stock Company" to attract

investors.

These examples illustrate the diversity of companies in Algerian law and how
their structures are adapted to the needs of individuals or groups they are
