Definition:

Private international law is a branch of law that deals with legal disputes arising
between individuals or legal entities in cases involving international elements,
such as differing nationalities or legal relationships in multiple countries. The
aim of private international law is to determine the applicable law and the

jurisdiction of the court in these situations.
Characteristics:

Legal Pluralism: The fundamental challenge arises from the existence of
multiple legal systems in international legal relationships, requiring an

understanding and application of diverse laws.

Nationality and Personal Status: It addresses laws regulating nationality and
personal status, such as marriage and divorce, determining the applicable law

based on nationality or place of residence.

Choice of Law: In some cases, individuals can choose the law governing their

legal relationships, known as the principle of party autonomy.

Recognition of Foreign Judgments: Encourages states to recognize judgments
issued by courts in other countries, contributing to the achievement of

international justice.

Foreign Law: Deals with issues related to determining the applicable law when

legal relationships cross national borders.
