Forms of adjectives 
Adjectives have three different forms ;positive , comparative ,and superlative.
1.The positive form is the base form of the adjective
E,g , she is tall / she is nice 
e.g.2 The new student has arrived 
2- the comparative form is used for comparing two persons or things ;it expresses a  higher degree of some quality
e.g.1It is easier than the other test 
e.g.2This lesson is more difficult than the  previous  lesson 
3- the superlative form is used for comparing one person or thing with every other member of their group ; it expresses the highest degree.
E,g, the elephant is the heaviest animal on the earth .
These are the most important lessons .
