Definition and general concept
Mortgage

A mortgagee in possession is a lender who has exercised its right to take
control of a property due to nonpayment of the mortgage. The mortgagee
(Iender) owns the home, and can sell it or take any other action they wish
to recoup the money lost by the mortgagor (borrower) who failed to repay
the mortgage.
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Possession mortgage

A possessory mortgage is defined, according to Article 948 of the Algerian Civil
Code, as a contract under which a person undertakes, as a security for a debt
owed by him or another, to deliver to the creditor or to a foreigner something
that he can withhold until he recovers his debt.
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Competence right

Competence refers to the legal ability of a court or any other legal authority to
exercise jurisdiction over a person or property that is the subject of a lawsuit

Kafalah contract

Kafalah is defined as the commitment by an individual or family (Sponsor) to voluntarily take
responsibility for the daily care, education, safety, and protection of a child (sponsored)

deprived of family care, in the same way a parent would do for their biological child
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The effects of the kafalah contract for the sponsor

The sponsor is obligated to raise and care for the sponsored child, and this is what this entails
Guardianship over:
- Self .
- the money.
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The effects of the kafalah contract on the sponsored
These effects are represented by the sponsored person obtaining:

- nickname.

- The donation and bequest is for him, as a matter of permission, not an order.
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Kafalah contract termination

The sponsored may himself cause the termination of the kafalah contract, such
as by taking actions

It harms the reputation of the foster family, which leads the latter to abandon
him. As it may lead

The death of the sponsored leads to the expiration of the kafalah contract due
to the lack of subject matter of the contract, in addition to other cases such as:

- The sponsored person reaches the age of majority
- Returning the sponsored child to his biological parents
-The death of the sponsor
-The sponsor abandons the sponsored child due to his inability to care for him
