Implementation of foreign judgments in Algeria

The implementation of rulings is not limited to those issued by national judicial
authorities, but rather extends to the implementation of rulings issued by
foreign judicial authorities. The Algerian legislator has worked, similarly to
other legislation, when regulating the issue of implementing foreign judicial
rulings, to reconcile the two considerations of the need for international
transactions and the preservation of interests. Individuals on the one hand and
on the other hand preserve the sovereignty of the Algerian state. Foreign
judicial rulings are accepted for implementation before the Algerian judiciary
according to certain conditions, and these rulings are subject to oversight, the
purpose of which is to verify that these rulings are free of fundamental defects
that hinder their implementation in Algeria, in accordance with what is
stipulated in the Civil and Administrative Procedures Code, and this is done
through a lawsuit ordering implementation and the content of this The ruling
