2.2.An Edited Book (Whole Book)

The only difference between an
authored book and an edited book is
that you must insert “(Eds.).” after
the last editor’s name, but before the
publication date.

2.3.An Online Book

When the digital book is a PDF of the print version,
there is no need to include the format after the title.
Just include the URL as in this example.
