Positions of lines in a plane 
A line could be straight or curvy. 
A straight line could be horizontal, vertical, or oblique
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examples:

Line kis a horizontal line x
—

Line 1is a vertical line.

Line m is an oblique line. ! /

Lines k, 1, and m are straight lines

Line n s a curved line. /ka:v/ o

Position of lines in a plane

Two lines in a plane could be parallel /peralel/, or intersecting.
example:

Line 1 is parallel to line m.
(Lines 1 and m are parallel).

Line a cuts line b. Line a intersects line b.
Lines a and b are intersected lines.

If two lines intersect, their intersection is a
point called the point of intersection.

Line p is orthogonal to line q. (Line p is
perpendicular /p3:pan‘dikjula(r)/ to line q).
Lines p and q are orthogonal.
