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Definition :
Algerian civil law is a set of laws and systems that regulate civil relations in the
country. It defines the rights and duties of individuals and entities, and regulates
commitments and contracts. The term "commitment™ is understood as a legal
obligation that individuals or entities are required to fulfill, while
"commitments" refer to the duties that individuals or entities are obliged to
adhere to. Commitments can be categorized into legal (imposed by law),
contractual (arising from an agreement between parties), financial (related to
financial obligations), and natural (arising naturally). Algerian civil laws define
and regulate these commitments, contributing to the understanding of rights and

duties and avoiding legal conflicts.
