Definition

1. Notarization Process:
o Real estate transactions must be notarized by a certified public notary.
o The notary verifies the identities of the parties, ensures the legality of
documents, and records the transaction.
2. Property Registration:
o After notarization, the transaction must be recorded in the National Land
Registry.
o Registration confirms ownership, prevents disputes, and protects against
fraudulent sales.
3. Importance of Registration:
o Anunregistered property transaction has no legal effect against third parties.
o Registration ensures enforceability in legal disputes.
4. Legal Consequences of Non-Registration:
o Buyers may lose ownership rights if the property is not registered.

o The state can refuse to recognize unregistered transactions.
