Introduction:

Jurisdiction and Venue:

Pleadings and Pretrial Proceedings:

Pleadings (csst=2l) are formal written documents filed by the parties in a civil
case.

Pretrial proceedings («Stsell 4,1l el jaY1) may include motions, discovery, and
other procedures aimed at preparing the case for trial.

Algerian civil procedure law outlines the requirements and procedures for filing
pleadings and conducting pretrial proceedings.

Trial Process:

The trial process (4Slaall dulee) in civil cases involves presenting evidence and
arguments to a judge or jury.

Parties have the opportunity to present witnesses, documents, and other
evidence to support their claims or defenses.

Algerian civil procedure law ensures that trials are conducted fairly and
impartially, with parties having the right to be heard and to present their case.

Judgments and Appeals:



Judgments (s<=¥1) are decisions issued by the court at the conclusion of a civil
trial.

Parties aggrieved by a judgment have the right to appeal (—li.¥') to a higher
court.

Algerian civil procedure law provides procedures for filing appeals and sets out
the grounds upon which an appeal may be based.

Enforcement of Judgments:

Once a judgment is issued, it must be enforced (i) to ensure that the
prevailing party receives the relief awarded by the court.

Enforcement mechanisms may include garnishment, attachment of property, or
other means of collecting the judgment.

Algerian civil procedure law governs the enforcement of judgments and ensures
compliance with court orders.
