1. The Eight Parts of Speech

1.3 Verbs

· Examples: on, under, between
1.7 Conjunctions
Conjunctions connect words, phrases, or clauses.
· Examples: and, but, because
1.8 Interjections
Interjections express strong emotions or sudden reactions.
· Examples: Wow!, Oh!, Ouch!
