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Maritime law is a branch of law that regulates legal relationships related to maritime

navigation, such as sea transport, maritime accidents, ships, and seafarers.
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Transporting goods or people by sea for payment.
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Determining ship ownership and its legal registration.
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Methods to secure creditors’ rights over ships.
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Like sinking, collision, or rescue at sea.
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Protection from risks encountered during navigation.
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Regulates navigation in international waters and coastal states’ rights.
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In Algeria, maritime law is governed by the Maritime Navigation Code, in line with

international agreements such as the UN Convention on the Law of the Sea.
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
