Private international law is a branch of law that regulates legal relationships involving a
foreign element, such as international marriages, cross-border contracts, or inheritance

between individuals of different nationalities.
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Main Topics:
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When a legal relationship involves more than one country, it’s necessary to
determine which law applies.
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Determining which national court has the authority to decide the dispute.
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A legal bond between an individual and a state, determining rights and
obligations.
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Rights and duties of foreigners within a country.

nationality-based rules and the territorial principle, considering international treaties
